Special Provision Language for the 2007 Session of the General Assembly



Due to Budget and Analysis December 11, 2006

Each year as a part of the budget process, agencies are asked to participate in a review of special provisions.  Special provisions that are included in the ratified appropriations bill(s) have the effect of law during the budget period.  In the case of special provisions that modify statute(s), the changes will have a continuing impact on agency programs and spending.  In preparation for the upcoming legislative session, this memorandum provides instructions regarding non-block grant special provision language for the 2007 Session of the General Assembly.  Block Grant special provisions have been addressed by a separate memorandum.  Special Provisions related to expansion requests should have been submitted with your expansion request.  If they have not been submitted, please submit them to your analyst in Budget and Analysis immediately.

Please review all of the non-block grant special provision language for your Division in the appropriations bills ratified during the 2005 Regular Session (SB 622) and the 2006 Short Session (SB 1741) of the General Assembly.  Identify the non-block grant provisions which need to be retained, those which are no longer needed and can be deleted and those which need revisions.  In addition, determine if there are any new non-block grant provisions which are necessary for your Division's operations in the 2007-2009 Biennium.  For your information, we have attached a list of non-block grant special provisions from Senate Bill 629 and Senate Bill 1741.

Any special provision that incorporates something into a General Statute should not be repeated.  These are easily spotted by the language that normally reads ‘G.S. 1XX.XX is amended to read ……..’.   Also, if a provision needs to be repeated, it should not include a 
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reporting date to our sub-committee or anyone else.  Fiscal Research will include these as they deem appropriate.
Instructions for preparing your Division's recommendations for special provision language are outlined below.

I. Special Provision Action Form - Each provision is recorded on a separate “Special Provision Action Form”.

· Enter date

· A.: Enter Division/Office name.
· B.  Bill and Section Numbers:  For existing provisions (those in SB 622 and SB 1741) which are to be retained, deleted or revised, enter the bill and section number from the appropriations bill which contains the existing provision.  For new provisions, type "New".

C.  Action:  Enter an “X” in the appropriate blank to indicate if the provision is retained with no change, retained with a technical change or a substantive change if the provision is new, or if it should be deleted.

D.  Justification/Explanation:  Enter the reason(s) for retaining an existing special provision and the reason(s) for any proposed changes.  For new special provisions, provide a thorough explanation of why the provision is needed so that a lay person can follow your reasoning.  For a provision that is proposed to be deleted, indicate if it has been codified into the General Statutes or explain why it is no longer applicable or needed for other reasons.  If codified, please include the General Statute(s) citation.

E.  Special Provision:  Type each special provision in its entirety, beginning with the provision title according to the following directions.  Note that special provision language may be downloaded from the respective appropriations bills that may be found on the General Assembly website at http://www.ncleg.net/ .  Type either S622 or S1741 in the ‘Bill Look-Up’ window on the right side of the General Assembly homepage.  The bills in their entirety can be accessed and used to copy special provision language.
· Use the strike and underline method to show proposed changes in a special provision that will be continued.  

· New provisions should be underlined in their entirety.  

· Provisions to be deleted should be struck through in their entirety.

Summary List of Provisions

In addition to completing an individual sheet for each special provision, provide a summary list containing the titles of all of your recommended non-block grant 
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provisions.  Use the attached list as your base, add any other applicable special provisions, and put an “X” in the appropriate column.


Please send an electronic copy of each special provision in the attached format (Font – Times New Roman, Font Size - 12) and the summary list to your analyst by December 11, 2006.
