Postmortem - after (post) death (mortem).

Rigor mortis - the stiffening of a dead body.

Sacrament of the sick - last rights given by a clergyman to a person who is terminally ill.

Shroud - drape used for postmortem care.

Terminal illness - an illness or injury for which there is no reasonable expectation of recovery.
