Most accept insurance and Medicaid, and some have payment on a sliding scale.

There now are more than 75 dental clinics dedicated to serving low-income North Carolinians who have limited access to dental care. Typically, these clinics are operated by local public health departments, community health centers, or other non-profit organizations.
